ENTRIES 

The application for participation can be submitted by an individual person, club or the team captain 
who represents the specific Ski Association and the athlete. 

The application must be submitted trough on-line registration form www.ski.lv or by electronic mail 
to info@ski.lv to our race secretary. The registration must take place no later than 48 hours before 
the start of the race according to Baltic Cup 2018-2019 alpine ski competition rules, published in 
www.ski.lv and www.snowarena.lt. 

For the FIS races all entries must be sent according to the ICR. All entries must be sent so that the 
Organizing Committee receives them before the final date of entry. The organizers must have a final 
and complete list not later than 24 hours before the first draw. 

Every entry should include: 

- Name, first name, year of birth, National Ski Association; 
- An exact definition of the event, discipline and age group for which the entry is made. 
- Contact information of the team leader or the individual athlete. 

RACE OFFICE AND TEAM CAPTAIN’S MEETING 

Race Office will be located the same place where the races will be held at „Snow Arena”, and will 
work daily from Tuesday, 6th November from 17:00. Race office closes one hour before each team 
captains meeting. The first team captains meeting will be held on Tuesday, 6th November 20:00. 

ENTRY FEES 

Entry fee of EUR 20.00 per racer per discipline will be charged. 

Entry fee for the FIS racers that are not form the organizing nation within their FIS quota only will 
include a free lift access.
